It will also promote the distinctiveness and appeal of our own area, and aim to protect the status of French as a subject providing academic, vocational and transferable skills in the school curriculum.

· to raise the profile of French and French studies in the wider national and international community. It will do this both by developing a higher media profile and by arranging events aimed among others at secondary-level students, teachers and employers.

· to act as a clearing-house for information about research assessment, quality assurance and other institutional matters affecting teaching and research in HEIs.

· to include on its web site a range of information on both practical and general matters for prospective university students of French.

· to develop and publicise a range of databases offering information on practical matters to members of the profession. This will include the provision of up-to-date information on: external examiners, professorial salaries, supply and replacement teachers, contract staff.
